Page 49: “Flows of people into recently rural
towns may overwhelm the ability of
volunteer planning officials to manage growth.
Traffic and strip development may destroy the
small-town ambiance. And for that matter,
waves of ill-managed sprawling development
could easily threaten the state’s much-beloved

\ rural identity, which itself is a valuable economic
=y ‘ asset. In sum, the spread of anonymous
suburban development threatens to
gradually (or not so gradually) degrade
Maine’s quality of place at a time when
quality of place means more and more.”
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Stated Goals of Standish’'s FLUP

To more effectively owide a majority of projected residential growth to designated growth and
transitional areas.

To more effectively preserve rural character by discouragmng a majonity of projected residential
development and prohibiting nearly all commercial and industrial growth from locating in
designated rural (low growth) areas and critical rural areas.

To more successfully design projected growth with creativity, utihizing higher density where soils
and groundwater will allow 1t, and/or where public water availability will support 1t.

To more successfullvy dedicate open space to protection and/or continued use 1n timber production
or agrnculture while still accommodating new residential and commercial development.

To more effectively define village centers and improve their livability, historic character,
pedestrian friendliness and safety, traffic conditions and neighborhood stability, while allowing
for contimung econonuc development.

To more successfully protect the mural resource production economy that gives essential elements

to the Town' s maral character.
